CELL, by Stephen King. (Scribner, $26.95.) What remains of humanity fights to
survive after a mysterious force scrambles cellphone users' brains.

THE DA VINCI CODE, by Dan Brown. (Doubleday, $24.95.) A murder at the
Louvre leads to a trail of clues found in the work of Leonardo and to the discovery
of a secret society.

MEMORY IN DEATH, by J. D. Robb. (Putnam, $24.95.) Lt. Eve Dallas tracks the
killer of a woman who was blackmailing her; by Nora Roberts, writing
pseudonymously.

GONE, by Lisa Gardner. (Bantam, $25.) A former F.B.I. profiler searches for the
kidnapper of his ex-wife.
